As an innovative career training program, Great Oaks set out to create spaces that reinforced their priorities: Respecting the Student; Activating the Learning Environment; and Creating a Sense of Place. Live Oaks is one of their Career Tech facilities for High School students, originally built in 1971. The existing facility was unwelcoming with a receding, dark entry that posed security risk with no barrier into the school and broken site lines for student supervision. This project set out to create a strong identity with a new entry and façade refresh as well as an extensive interior renovation to rethink the circulation, safety, and add more space for classrooms and collaboration.The new entry stands tall of the low, hunkering mass of the existing lab wings. The entrance is now clarified and creates a welcoming and bright environment while maintaining important site lines. The lobby leads you into the central student Commons and paths where you’ll find the career programs organized into mini “academies.” The second floor is where all the core curriculum is grouped.
It was important to create a professional environment where the students felt respected and their passion for a chosen career path could unfold with discovery and wonder.

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The school’s approach begins at its prominently placed production garden, supporting the district’s farm-to-table lunch program, and adjacent student 

garden, supporting its place-based learning program.

An abundance of available bicycle racks supports the 

school and town’s commitment to creating a walkable, 

bikeable community.
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Henry J Winters Elementary School

providing a protected play area for children 
that is highly visible and directly accessible 
from the cafeteria, gym, and Pre-K 
classrooms. The facility hosts a parent room 
equipped with assistance programs, food 
pantries, and clothing closets, which allow 
students to discreetly access the services 
they need to flourish.

This design offers spaces that empower 
users to select environments that match 
their unique learning requirements. The 
ground floor houses Pre-K and kindergarten 
classrooms with direct access to a first-floor 
STEAM room where they are exposed to 
art, music, media, a library, and technology. 
The upper levels, 1–5 grade classrooms, 
have access to linear “Learning Commons” 
equipped with writable walls, printing 
stations, and mobile technology, allowing 
teachers to expand learning zones. The 
Media Center, Art, STEAM, and Music 
rooms, along with teacher/staff professional 
development spaces, are distributed on the 
upper levels.

The interior architecture mirrors the 
community through experiential graphics 
that celebrate the diversity of students and 
the history of Pawtucket as the birthplace 
of the industrial revolution. Exposed 
ceilings reveal the building’s structural and 
mechanical systems, utilizing the school 
as a teaching tool. The school has been 
embraced by the community for its support 
of students and families, reflection of the 
diverse neighborhood, and empowerment of 
education to transform lives.

In 2020, the town of Pawtucket, RI, 
embarked on a mission to replace a single-
story school with a progressive STEAM school 
to support students from diverse demographic 
and socioeconomic backgrounds. Designing 
during the height of the pandemic necessitated 
that the team and community devise inclusive 
ways to collaborate virtually. Despite the 
challenges posed by COVID, the final design 
incorporates innovative and progressive spaces 
that support new teaching methodologies and 

strengthens the connection between the 
neighborhood and the school, establishing it 
as a community hub.

The previous school was an island in 
the middle of the site, fenced-in to protect 
the students and keep the community out. 
Positioned on the street at the junction of 
two main roads, the new facility, with its 
luminous glass entrance, welcomes the 
public, helping to define the urban edge. 
The building shape creates a courtyard, 
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Bard High School Early College
Washington, DC

Bard High School Early College sets a new 
sustainable, high-performance standard for 
the modernization of existing buildings. The 
Perkins Eastman DC design team transformed 
the decommissioned Malcolm X Elementary 
School, a 108,200 sf, open-plan structure, 
over two phases that required renovating 
the existing facility and constructing a new 
addition. As the first early college program in 
DC east of the Anacostia River, Bard DC builds 
upon an impressive record of achievement, 
with an overall graduation rate of 98.4 percent 
and an associate degree attainment rate of 
82.4 percent. Our goal was to foster this by 
creating a cutting-edge facility that promotes 
the intellectual challenges of a college 
education, facilitates academic excellence, and 

creates a 21st-century school fostering the 
next generation of environmental stewards. 

Bard sets new standards for sustainable 
urban school design, exemplifying how Net 
Zero Energy can be achieved with existing 
facilities and proving that you can design 
an extremely high-performing building with 
small but impactful strategies. By keeping the 
structure of the existing building and creating 
a new envelope, the project was able to save 
a significant amount of money and resources 
while enhancing the thermal performance 
of the building. The new façade includes 
additional windows that allow daylight to 
illuminate the core learning rooms, resulting 
in higher quality spaces for students and 
teachers to thrive.
